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Working in partnership with the RCMP, the deployment strategy will be intelligence and data led based on locations in the
community that have:

e high rates of collision
e public complaints
e vulnerable road users

The deployment strategy follows the best practices as outlined by the University of Alberta’s Urban Traffic Safety program
regarding ATE deployment. A 2016 Traffic Safety Culture Survey of 1,031 participants in the Edmonton region (104 being
from Leduc) had 67% supporting ATE for speed violations. This survey had 71% supporting the use of ATE at intersections
for drivers who speed through intersections while 85% supported the use of ATE for red light violations.

In addition to mobile speed enforcement, fixed intersection systems for red light intersection violations and speed on green
will be phased in at some key high risk intersections later this year. The deployment of these systems will be based on data
provided by the RCMP as having the most collisions in Leduc. The Traffic Advisory Committee (TAC) supported the
implementation of the fixed intersection systems for two or three high risk intersections.

Full operations of the City of Leduc ATE speed program is expected to occur in June 2018.

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CURRENT STATUS

Edmonton Global is governed by the board of directors who report directly to the shareholders. Each
municipality who has bought a share in Edmonton Global sits at the shareholder’s meetings: this
includes Leduc County and the City of Leduc. The shareholders have met a number of times since the
articles of incorporation were established. The Board continues to meet regularly.

OTHER CONSIDERATIONS

One of the most significant issues that Edmonton Global, and its shareholders will likely grapple with
over the coming year is coordination between Edmonton Global, Sub-Regional Economic Development
Entities, and municipal economic development functions.

Within the Leduc Region, Edmonton Global will need to coordinate with Edmonton International
Airport, LNEDA, and Local Economic Development Officers.
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
