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inform them of possible water leak at their house such
as a constantly running toilet.

The Leduc Community Hospital Foundation is looking
for golfers to join the Charity Golf Classics fundraising
on June 3", the cost is $10 per ticket.

The statistics for mental health and addictions does not
reflect specific numbers for Leduc for losses or
overdose because of the way information are gathered
and reported through Alberta Health Services — the
statistics are recorded according to what hospital
patients were taken to, not what community/city they
came from.

GTO applications and currents issues in the community
are very fitting/timely; and A. Ulrickson will be
presenting the recommendations of the FCSS Advisory
Board in the September Council meeting.

The Leduc Community Drug Action Committee (LDAC)
is hosting an interactive, five-day exhibit designed for
participants, pre-teens to seniors, to help open minds
and touch the hearts of Leduc and area residents
through the real-life stories of individuals who struggle
with addiction. The exhibit called “Addiction Don't
Discriminate”, is going to be held at the BMO Curling
Rink, in the Leduc Recreation Centre (LRC) on June 15
to 17 from 2-7 PM, and on June 18 from 10 AM to 3
PM.

The Edmonton Symphony Orchestra is coming to
Leduc and will perform at the MacLab Centre on May
24,2022.

Short-term housing is an example of a long-term goal under
the framework.
